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Background

Sustainability preferences have been subject to investigation, and they are considered one of the key
factors that influence sustainable development on the demand side. In Bulgaria, there are few studies
that gather this knowledge specific to the country. Rather, most of the information about sustainability
preferences comes from international statistics such as Eurobarometer.

Objectives

The main objective of the current research is to provide countrgpecific information about the
knowledge, attitudes, andbehaviourtowards sustainability transformation of Bulgarian citizens.
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A Pilot study using international methodology by Gericke et. al (2018)

A Different studies following this methodology have been performed in Japa®@ishimaet al., 2023), India
(Ovais, 2023), Norway Bghlerengen& Wiium, 2022) and Sweden (Gericke et. al., 2018).

A Questionnaire involving 15 questions from the original questionnaire (consisting of a total of 49)

A The questions also provide information on the attitudes of respondents towards some of the UN Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGS)
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A Pilot study for Bulgaria aims to provide initial assessment of sustainability preferences amongst Bulgarian
citizens and noncitizens that reside permanently in Bulgaria. Sample siz& T v T

A Conducted in the period of Februaryr July of 2024 among different groups of participants
A Pilot study sample is not representative for the whole country most respondents were from Sofia (capital)
A Pilot study sample is not representative for all ages most respondents are in the age range 145

A Self-selection bias T participants were invited to fill out the questionnaire (ot randomly selected)
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Very good psychometric qualities of the questionnaire, consistent with the original study:
